The Early Riser 2130 is used in markets around the globe, many of which have similar conditions to Australia. The planter will be initially introduced to local cotton growers, however there are far larger plans for the 2130 into the future.
“Summer crops like cotton and sorghum will be our primary market to start, we are looking at corn as well with plans to start investigating alternative markets that we have seen positive agronomic results with in our trials” Andrew said.
